In February 2019, ONS published detailed data from
a major online survey on LGBT experience of
health, safety, education, and the workplace.

Responses from over 100,000 LGBT people in the UK
showed that:

o LGBT respondents are less satisfied with their life
than the general UK population (rating
satisfaction 6.5 on average out of 10 compared
with 7.7). Trans respondents had particularly low
satisfaction scores (around 5.4 out of 10).

o More than two thirds of LGBT respondents said
they avoid holding hands with a same-sex partner
for fear of a negative reaction from others.

o At least two in five respondents had experienced
an incident because they were LGBT, such as
verbal harassment or physical violence, in the 12
months preceding the survey. However, more than
nine in ten of the most serious incidents went
unreported, often because respondents thought
‘it happens all the time’.

0 2% of respondents had undergone conversion or
reparative therapy in an attempt to ‘cure’ them
of being LGBT, and a further 5% had been offered
it.

0 24% of respondents had accessed mental health
services in the 12 months preceding the survey.

The latest survey of Adult Carers (2021-22)
found that...

O The proportion of carers in Oxfordshire
who reported feelings of stress and
financial difficulties is slightly lower
than the England average (below).

O The proportion of carers in
Oxfordshire who say that caring had
caused them feelings of stress has
decreased from 63.5% in 2018-19 to
63.1% in 2021-22 (-0.4%)*. Across
England this increased from 60.6% to
67.1% (+6.5%).

o The proportion of carers in
Oxfordshire who say that caring had
caused “some” or “a lot” of financial
difficulties has decreased from 51.0%

in 2018-19 to 43.1% in 2021-22 (-7.9%).

Across England this decreased from
46.6% to 42.9% (-3.7%).

Just under a fifth of carer respondents
(19.8%) in Oxfordshire reported that they
have had to see their own GP in the last 12
months because of their caring role, below
the national average of 21.8%.

O The rate has fallen since the last survey,
particularly in the upper age groups.

0 There appears to have been a sustained
increase for carers aged 18 to 49 (from a small
sample).

o This may be an indication of younger carers in
poorer health than the previous survey and/or
an indication this age group are now more
likely to seek support from their GP.

ONS research shows that “sandwich carers” -
those who care for both sick, disabled or
older relatives and dependent children - are
more likely to report symptoms of mental ill-
health, feel less satisfied with life, and
struggle financially compared with the
general population.
